After seven years 
in operation, “Clothes To Kids” is THE solution. They deliver a week’s worth of school clothing to chil-
dren for only $50. For the upcoming school year, they will have two locations to better serve all the chil-
dren eligible for their services. They hope to provide 16,000 wardrobes to the eligible students in our com-
munity.
